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Who the Devil is Satan?
THE GREAT ADVENTURE

Who does not love a good movie or a play?!?! We hold our breath as the hero defeats the evil villain, 
knowing once again good has conquered evil.  There is something deep within us that gets excited seeing 
two forces meet.  We desire excitement and adventure down to our core.  In any fight, we root for one side 
or the other.  As children of God, we never need to be victims- we are on the VICTORIOUS side.  Because 
of what Jesus did on the cross, the devil has been dismantled.  If we understand the biblical principles of 
spiritual warfare and how the enemy works, and if we will STAND against Satan and his demons, we will 
overcome.  The key to this battle is to remember that we fight FROM victory, not FOR victory.  Jesus has 
already overcome the enemy!  This warfare we are talking about is conflict in the spiritual realm that affects 
the physical realm.  It is the battle in the unseen that is responsible in the seen. 

For our battle is not against flesh and blood, but against the rulers, 
against the authorities, against the world powers of this darkness, against 
the spiritual forces of evil in the heavens. Ephesians 6:12 (HCSB) 

This war affects every area of our life. What does this battle all boil down to? GLORY.  Who will get the glory?  
Who is going to be worshipped?  That is why Paul says:

So whether you eat or drink, or whatever you do, do it all for the glory 
of God. 1 Corinthians 10:31 (HCSB) 

Our enemy, Satan, has tactics. He wants to trick and deceive us into believing his lies.  He wants us to follow 
him and not God.  But have no fear!

Little children, you can be certain that you belong to God and have 
conquered them, for the One who is living in you is far greater than the 
one who is in the world. 1 John 4:4 (TPT)
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THE LARGER STORY

You are a soldier.  A mighty soldier that is equipped for this battle. You have already overcome because of 
He who is in you.  Let’s put on our boots, pick up our weapons, STAND, and take back what the enemy has 
taken. 

Let’s look at spiritual warfare as if we were in a play to help get a clear picture of the larger story at work.

ACT 1: SATAN AND HIS FALL FROM HEAVEN

God created the angels before the creation of man.  One angel in particular was glorious. His name was Lucifer. He  
was not just an angel. He was the “shining morning star”.  He walked in God’s holy presence according to Ezekiel 
28.  He was considered to have the highest position as the “guardian cherub” where he was to guard the very throne 
of God.  But he became filled with pride. Scripture says he was “internally filled with violence.”  Satan tried to make 
himself like God and got other angels to follow him.  Scripture says that due to Satan’s pride, God cast Satan and about 
one-third of his followers down to earth.  In Ezekiel 28, we see Satan’s fall from heaven.

The word of the Lord came to me: “Son of man, lament for the king of 
Tyre and say to him: This is what the Lord God says: You were the seal of 
perfection, full of wisdom and perfect in beauty. You were in Eden, the 
garden of God. Every kind of precious stone covered you: carnelian, topaz, 
and diamond, beryl, onyx, and jasper, sapphire, turquoise, and emerald.  
Your mountings and settings were crafted in gold; they were prepared on 
the day you were created. You were anointed guardian cherub, for I had 
appointed you. You were on the holy mountain of God; you walked among the 
fiery stones. From the day you were created you were blameless in your ways 
until wickedness was found in you. Through the abundance of your trade, 
you were filled with violence, and you sinned. So I expelled you in disgrace 
from the mountain of God, and banished you, guardian cherub, from among 
the fiery stones. Your heart became proud because of your beauty; for the 
sake of your splendor you corrupted your wisdom. So I threw you down 
to the earth; I made fire come from within you, and it consumed you. I 
reduced you to ashes on the ground in the sight of everyone watching you. 
All those who know you among the nations are appalled at you. You have 
become an object of horror and will never exist again.” Ezekiel 28:11-19 
(HCSB)
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Shining morning star, how you have fallen from the heavens!  You destroyer 
of nations, you have been cut down to the ground.  You said to yourself: “I 
will ascend to the heavens; I will set up my throne above the stars of God.  
I will sit on the mount of the gods’ assembly, in the remotest parts of the 
North. I will ascend above the highest clouds; I will make myself like the 
Most High.” But you will be brought down to Sheol in the deepest regions 
of the Pit. Isaiah 14:12-15 (HCSB)

ACT 2: THE ENTRANCE OF EVIL ON EARTH

Satan was thrown from heaven and demoted to the earthly realm.  This is where the plot gets interesting.  In Genesis 
God said:

Let us make man in Our image…..Be fruitful and multiply.  Fill the earth and 
govern it.  Reign over the fish in the sea, the birds in the sky, and all the animals 
that scurry along the ground….everything that has life. Genesis 1:26-28 (NLT)

God announced He was putting man in charge to rule over everything that has life.  This helps explain why the 
serpent came to Eve tempting her by making her doubt God’s goodness.  Satan told Eve what she would gain, not 
what she would lose. Genesis tells us of how Satan approached Eve in the garden and asked her:

Did God really say, “You can’t eat from any tree in the garden?” The woman 
said to the serpent, “We may eat the fruit from the trees in the garden.  
But about the fruit of the tree in the middle of the garden, God said, ‘You 
must not eat it or touch it, or you will die’.” “No! You will not die,” the 
serpent said to the woman. “In fact, God knows that when you eat it your 
eyes will be opened and you will be like God, knowing good and evil.” Then 
the woman saw that the tree was good for food and delightful to look 
at, and that it was desirable for obtaining wisdom. So she took some of its 
fruit and ate it; she also gave some to her husband, who was with her, and 
he ate it. Then the eyes of both of them were opened…Genesis 3:1-7 (HCSB) 

Satan substituted his will for the will of God, and that is what happened with Eve and Adam.  To this day, the enemy 
continues to make us question the Word of God and His goodness.  “Did God really say that?” “Look what God 
is holding out on you.” The moment Adam and Eve ate the forbidden fruit, they died just as God promised. In that 
instance, they became spiritually dead and separated from God.  They fell under the curse of sin and no longer walked 
in intimacy with God. They rebelled just as Satan rebelled.

ACT 3: DISARMING SATAN!

Thank you God that this is not the end of our story and you love us so much! God says:

And I will cause hostility between you and woman, and between your 
offspring and her offspring.  He will strike your head, and you will strike 
his heel. Genesis 3:15 (NLT) 

God is saying, “This battle is not over! There is One who is greater that will crush your head once and for all!” All 
throughout the Old Testament we see battle after battle all boiling down to who will get the glory- God or Satan? 
Remember, God is a Holy God and cannot be in the presence of sin.  We see many times in the Old Testament where 
the Israelites sacrificed animals to “make right” for their sins. There had to be a shedding of blood to atone for their 
sins. But here is the best news!  God loves His humans so much- He loves YOU!  He was willing to send His own Son 
to die so that all of us could enjoy His love!  His plan was for Satan to be defeated by someone who was made in God’s 
own image- Jesus! Jesus Christ came to earth, fully as a man, walked a pure and sinless life, and showed us how to 
defeat the enemy here on earth. He laid down His life as the final sacrifice for you and me so that we could be with 
God.  He defeated the devil once and for all! He rendered the devil powerless. The war is OVER!  The devil is nothing 
but a loser! 

He has rescued us from the domain of darkness and transferred us into the 
kingdom of the Son He loves. Colossians 1:13-14 (HCSB)

Satan was disarmed and his final destination was determined.   Jesus purchased our freedom and transferred us into 
the Kingdom of light.

ACT 4:  YOU ARE HERE IN THE STORY!

This is where we are in the story. Even though Satan has been defeated once and for all, he still has an agenda on this 
earth while we are living on it.  It is to keep the world from believing in God and make Christians ineffective in warfare- 
making us feel defeated daily. It is all about glory.  Who will get the glory on earth? Who will we serve- God or Satan?   
After Jesus’ resurrection, He appeared to His disciples and said:

“I have been given all authority in heaven and on earth.  Therefore, go and 
make disciples of all the nations, baptizing them in the name of the Father 
and the Son and the Holy Spirit.  Teach these new disciples to obey all the 
commands I have given you.  And be sure of this: I AM WITH YOU ALWAYS, 
EVEN TO THE END OF THE AGE.” Matthew 28:18-20 (NLT)  

The great news is that Jesus gave us every tool we need to have daily victory over the enemy and He is ALWAYS 
with us in this battle!  
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So Christ has truly set us free. Galatians 5:1 (NLT) 

Satan wants us to stay in the small story.  He wants us to get wrapped up in our own problems, our own anxiety, and 
not see the larger story- that there is a battle raging over the heart. When we live in the larger story, we realize the 
conflicts are real.  The challenges are real.  The people are real.  We see that all of those things are real, but they are 
not the root against which we wrestle.  We do not wrestle against flesh and blood.  We start to live in the larger story 
and see that there is a battle raging. How do we live in the larger story? Stay in close connection with God.  He will 
give you discernment on how to fight the enemy and live in constant victory.  

ACT 5:  THE KINGDOM RESTORED

Satan and his demons, along with unbelievers, will be eternally sent to hell. When Jesus returns, the devil and his 
entourage will be put away forever. 

Then the devil, who had deceived them, was thrown into the fiery lake of 
burning sulfur, joining the beast and the false prophet. There they will be 
tormented day and night forever and ever. Revelation 20:10 (NLT)

A final word: BE STRONG in the Lord and in His mighty power.  Put on all of 
God’s armor so that you will be able to stand firm against all the strategies 
of the devil.  For we are not fighting against flesh-and-blood enemies, but 
against evil rulers and authorities of the unseen world, against mighty 
powers in this dark world, and against evil spirits in the heavenly places. 
Ephesians 6:10-12 (NLT) 

Lets look at this unseen world…

THE INVISIBLE HOSTS

For everything was created by Him, in heaven and on earth, the visible and 
the invisible, whether thrones or dominions or rulers or authorities—all 
things have been created through Him and for Him.
Colossians 1:16-17 (HCSB)

THE INVISIBLE HOSTS INCLUDE:

Angels or Messengers (Ps. 148:2-5)
Cherubim (glorify God beside the throne, escort God, guard access to God) (Gen. 3:24; Eze. 28:14-15)
Seraphim (glorify God’s presence above the throne; literally burning ones, fiery) (Isa. 6:1-3)
Living creatures (Rev. 4:6; 5:6) - The description of these creatures tell us that they are full of eyes inside and out.  
Other mentioned but unnamed hosts (Ps. 103:20-21; 84:1)
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THE INVISIBLE HOSTS DWELL EITHER:

In God’s presence (Job 1:6; 2:1)
In heavenly regions near the earth (Isa. 14:12-14)

THE INVISIBLE HOSTS ARE:

Either HOLY or UNHOLY (Mark 8:38, Matt.8:28-34)
Operate under orders of authority (Rom. 8:38-39; Eph. 6:12; Matt. 12:24-26; Eph. 1:20, 21; Col. 1:16; 2:10)
Finite, with limitations and susceptible to failure.

HOLY BEINGS- OUR HELPERS!

TYPES OF ANGELS:

WARRIOR ANGELS - Michael (messenger of law and judgment, the warrior). (Daniel 10:12-13) We are to 
never pray to angels but to God, and He will send angels on our behalf.  

MESSENGER ANGELS - Gabriel (messenger of mercy and promise). (Luke 1:19, 26; Dan. 8:16) They give 
revelation to men and are sent to speak to men.

WORSHIPPING ANGELS - they worship God at all times. Seraphim (above the throne). (Isa. 6:2,6) 
Cherubim (beside the throne).

THE HOLY ANGELS are referred to in God’s word about 300 times.  

THEY ADMINISTER GOD’S BLESSINGS TO HIS CHILDREN AND ARE SAID TO: 

Keep us safe. (Ps. 34:7; 91:11; Acts 12:7-10) They aid our escape from enemies, both  physical and spiritual.

Defend us

My God sent His angel to shut the lions’ mouths so they would not hurt 
me, for I have been found innocent in your sight. Daniel 6:22 (NLT)

Communicate directions to us. (Acts 8:26; Luke 1:11-17, 1:35; Matt. 1:20, 21; Rev. 1:1-3)

Keep careful watch over us. (Heb. 1:14; Matt. 18:10; Ps 91:1; 11, 12; Acts 12:5-11)

THEY ARE NOT ALL-KNOWING, but they have more knowledge than us. (2 Sam. 14:20; Mark 13:32)
They have more power than us, but they are not all-powerful. (2 Pet. 2:11; Ps. 103:20)
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HOLY ANGELS HAVE A HEAVENLY LANGUAGE (1 Cor. 13:1), and worship before the throne of God. 
(Rev. 5:11)

THEY ARE WITHOUT PHYSICAL FORM and invisible to our eyes except when they take on physical 
characteristics to carry out special tasks for God. (Gen. 18:2, 4, 8; 19:1-22; Judges 13:6; Acts 12:7)

THERE ARE TIMES WHEN ANGELS WILL REVEAL THEMSELVES ON EARTH IN ALL THEIR 
HEAVENLY BRILLIANCE. (Dan. 6:22; 10:6; 3:25; Gen. 32:1-2; Luke 2:9-11; Rev. 10:1)

His appearance was like lightning, and his clothes were white as snow. 
Matthew 28:3 (NLT)

ANGELS STRENGTHEN US DURING MOMENTS OF STRESS.

Jesus says, “Father, if you are willing, please take this cup of suffering 
away from me. Yet I want your will to be done, not mine.” Then an angel 
from heaven appeared and strengthened him. Luke 22:42-43 (NLT) 

We are not to worship or pray to angels. (Rom. 1:25, Col. 2:18)

UNHOLY BEINGS - YOUR ENEMY!

Satan is the enemy of good and accuses us before God and man. (Rev. 12:9-12)

The father of lies and a murderer

“You are the children of your father the devil, and you love to do the evil 
things he does.  He was a murderer from the beginning. He has always hated 
the truth, because there is no truth in him. When he lies, it is consistent 
with his character; for he is a liar and the father of lies.” John 8:44 (NLT)

A sower of disagreements

Cunning (2 Cor. 11:14)

Wicked (John 8:44)

A tempter (Matt. 4:1-11)
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An aggressive adversary
Stay alert! Watch out for your great enemy, the devil. He prowls around 
like a roaring lion, looking for someone to devour. 1 Peter 5:8 (NLT)

A thief
“The thief’s purpose is to steal and kill and destroy.” John 10:10 (NLT)

Cowardly
So humble yourselves before God. Resist the devil, and he will flee 
from you. James 4:7 (NLT)

Presumptuous (Job 1:6-12; 2:1-7)

Proud (Eze. 28:17)

Deceitful (Rev. 12:9)

TACTICS OF THE ENEMY.

Just like sporting teams study their opponents, we need to be aware of the enemy’s tactics.  

You can be assured that Satan has tactics to use against you.  His main objective is to oppose God whenever and 
wherever possible.  Remember, it is about whom we will glorify!  

Satan and his demons know their fate (Matt. 8:31-32, 24:41) as well as their rightful place, which is in the abyss 
(Luke 8:31; Rev. 9:1-21), and they recognize those who have power over them. 

And the evil spirit answered and said to them, “I recognize Jesus, and I 
know about Paul, but who are you?” Acts 19:15 (NLT) 

They fear God (James 2:19) and know that they have been made subject to Christ and believers. (Matt. 8:16-17, 
12:28; Mark 16:17; Luke 10:19; Acts 19:15) They influence all unbelievers.  

Errors about demons include disbelief that they exist or to believe in them and be afraid of them.  
Other errors include believing they exist and feel an unhealthy interest in them or the mistaken 
belief that demons cannot affect Christians.  Our goal is not to obsess over demons but be aware 
just long enough to line our riflescope on the enemy and pull the trigger to take him out.  
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Demons have personalities (Luke 8:27-28) and names (Mark 5:9). They are sent on a mission by Satan (Matt. 12:26-
29) and wage war for him on believers and cause every evil known to man.  They can cause:

Suicide (Matt. 17:15), convulsions 
(Mark 9:20), and lusts (1 John 2:15-17)

Delay, compromise, diversion,and 
blindness to the truth. (2 Cor. 4:3-4)

Fear (2 Tim. 1:7)

Wickedness (Luke 11:26)

Love of the world (1 Cor. 2:12)

Enchantments and witchcraft 
(2 Chron. 33:6)

Bondage (Rom. 8:15) and 
oppression (Acts 10:38)

Jealousy (1 Sam. 16:14)

CONCLUSION 

The most important point for us to remember about Satan and the other evil spirits is that even though their reality 
and their limited power are clearly revealed in the Word, it is this very revelation that is our greatest strength.  They 
are incapable of producing any results if we as believers do as Jesus did: STAND FIRM against Satan and his demons 
and COMMAND them to get behind us as we go forward in JESUS’ name!
