Prophetic Ministry Training
Pitfalls Handout

Objective: Equip prophetic ministers to recognize and avoid common pitfalls in ministry
Theme: Prophecy is a powerful gift that must be handled with spiritual maturity, humility, and accountability.

1. Flesh vs Spirit
- Ask God to reveal open door to the enemy and close those He highlights
- Keep your vessel clean for prophetic flow
- Always minister out of God’s Spirit and not your flesh
- Avoid Elijah’s example of giving into weak flesh
Key Scriptures: John 3:6, John 6:63, 1 Kings 18&18, Ezekiel 3:9

2. Pride
· Humility will be our greatest defense
· Be willing to admit when we have missed God
· Avoid building personal followings
Key Scriptures: Proverbs 16:18, John 3:30

3. Unbelief/Lack of Faith
· Believe that God speaks to you and has uniquely chosen you for the assignment at hand
· Trust in His miraculous creativity and power
Key Scriptures: John 14:1-2, Ephesians 3:20

4. Jealousy/Comparison
· Avoid comparing yourself and how God speaks to you with others
· Celebrate your unique gifting 

5. Fear
· Fear of man - Our goal is to fear God more than we fear man
· Fear of rejection - It can keep us from being vulnerable and taking risks
· Fear of failure – God’s grace and love covers our failures
Key Quote: “Religion celebrates perfection, relationship celebrates progress”
Key Scripture: I John 4:18

6. Striving
· Deliver the prophetic word as God instructs, leave the fulfillment to Him
· Focusing on intimacy and communication with God will help to avoid chronic incorrect prophecies
· Don’t speak if God has not spoken

7. Operating outside of God’s Divine Order
· Submit to God’s authority and timing
Key quote: “A right word at the wrong time is a wrong word”

8. Falling into Methodology
· Don’t limit God’s creativity or vision for His children

9. Ministering Alone
· Avoid the “Lone Ranger Syndrome”
· Jesus sent his disciples out in twos
· There are consequences to ministering alone
Key Scriptures: Mark 6:7, Ecclesiastes 4:9-10

10. Ministering to those you know
· Ministering prophetically to those you know can make it hard to distinguish between human knowledge and Holy Spirit knowledge
Conclusion: Prophecy is a love gift from God, and our motivation for using it should be our love of God and others
Key Scripture: John 15:4-8   If we abide in Christ we will bear much fruit
